The Trainor Family Shootout
Rules for 2011

Players:

e Every player is guaranteed three shots in the first round.

e Every player scoring a minimum of two goals out of three shots will
move on to thenext round. (If there are fewer than 2 players, then we
will allow all players that scored at least one goal to move on to the
second round).

e All remaining rounds will be sudden death where you have to score to
stay in the competition(one shot only).

¢ In the event that there are no goals scored, then all players will
automatically move on to the next round.

e The last player standing will be the winner!!

Goalies:

e Goalies will face an equal number of shooters in first round (when
possible).

e |f the number of shooters is an odd number, then the last shot will not
count for the goalies.

e The goalie with the highest goals against will be eliminated.

¢ No more than 4 goalies will move past the first round. If less than 4
goalies, no goalies will be eliminated until the final round.

General:

o All players must be ready to go on the ice 15 minutes before the
shootout starts.

e All Players must have paid (pay in office) prior to going on the ice.

o All players will receive a color sticker to show they have paid and
must wear it on their helmet.

o All players that are eliminated from the competition are asked to leave
the ice surface immediately.
